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Lord of the fear

“This summer the movie to see is lord of the fear, see Piggy, Simon, and Jack battle what there afraid of, are there fears there own manifestation or is it real”. This tagline would be a good way of describing fears presence if the lord of the flies was made into a summer blockbuster. Fear has an effect on each of the boys and each boy must deal with it. Fear affects Piggy because he is worried about there unknown fate and he deals with this by approaching everything with reason and intelligence. Fear affects Simon because he is worried that his private self might be revealed to the other boys and he deals with this by going to his special place. Fear affects Jack because he eventually is fearful of not being able to be the leader and he overcomes this through violence and force. “Coming to be graded on the prompt of the affect of fear and how these boys deal with fear to a desk near you”.

Piggy and we all have at one point been fearful of our future fate in our lives like on nine eleven but much like our society and Piggy we bounce back from this fear through intelligence and reason. This can be seen through piggy’s reasoning and intelligent thinking and he also constantly reminds Ralph about the fire which proves he’s fearful of staying on the island with an unknown fate. He says to Ralph, “We can use this to call the others. Have a meeting. They’ll come when they hear us-“ and if he wasn’t worried about there fate he would probably not have bring up the idea to blow the conch 
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because he is smart enough to realize that they both could probably survive on the island together with just themselves. Secondly he says,’’ I dunno, Ralph. We just got to go on, that’s all. That’s what the grownups do” in addition to this he also tells Ralph that he is scared that they have little chance of being rescued and if he wasn’t scared of there fate he would tell Ralph that they should hunt, sleep, etc instead he says we still have to survive so we can not have a dark fate. If the beast really was an animal created by fear Piggy defeated it with a broad sword of reasoning and intelligence. He believes that a beast can’t exist in a world of science and his opinion is rooted in intelligence and reason which is what he uses against fear. He also thinks there isn’t a beast just like the big’uns through most of the story which is rooted in his reason and intelligence also known as his fear defense mechanism. Lastly, as mentioned he copes with fear by approaching things with reasoning and intelligence. One example is that he wants to build a sundial so it can most likely be used to help keep order and keep his mind off his fear of his fate on the island. Secondly he goes with Ralph to get his glasses most likely so he can try to convince the boys one last time to reestablish order and democracy so they can be rescued and so he can defeat his fear of an unknown fate. The fear that lingers over Piggy is the fear of an unknown fate and he radiates intelligence and reason to controll it.
Simon has an epic struggle against having his private self being revealed and he seeks refuge by going to his private place. Simon does things throughout the story that proves that he is fearful of his personal self being revealed. If he wasn’t afraid of this he would expose his seizures without worry to the other boys but he is and the book quotes that, “He bent down and wormed his way on to the center of the mat” which describes his 
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special place that he goes to which consists of a mat of creepers. He also does this again at night, is questioned later at the meeting and if he wasn’t fearful of personal revelations he would have told the boys the truth instead of doing that he lies by saying he was out at night going to the bathroom. If the beast was fears ally it defeated Simon with his life however Simon psychologically beat fears ally. In chapter ten during a tribal dance someone says,” Him! Him! and although Simon dies he at least dies non fearful of the beast because he firmly believes that themselves are the beast, this is also proven by him because he fears will be viewed as one due to the boys not knowing about seizures, and he dies knowing the beast is really a dead pilot. If all the boys did what Simon did to cope with fear this novel would be different. Going to his special place allows him to relax and think about things so he can avoid fear. Secondly, this allows him to overcome his fear by having seizures where they can’t be seen. Simon is fearful of exposing his private self to the boys who will use an element which we all have fear of what we can’t understand and the evil inside us and even though he dies he dies unafraid of his main fear by having the most basic things we all need…private time.

Jack is afraid of not being able to be something that we all want to be to some extent and he overcomes this through violence and force which is a tactic used by tyrants. From the beginning of the novel Jack is a leader and not being a leader is the fear that tortures him. The book quotes,” The freckles on Jack’s face disappeared under a blush of mortification” this shows through the look on his face that he is fearful that he won’t be a leader anymore. Later Jack says, “How many think-“ and before this he also asks multiple times who thinks Ralph shouldn’t be chief, this shows he is afraid of not being a 
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leader and if he wasn’t afraid he would have been fine with Ralph being Chief instead he becomes a leader of the boys who split away from Ralph. Jack is in a way an ally with fear which he uses to overcome his own fears. He definitely doesn’t believe truly in the beast but he does things like suggesting that the boys hunt it so he can help and prove that he is a better leader than Ralph therefore gaining people’s confidence which leads to followers and being a leader therefore overcoming his fear. After the pilots body leaves the island he also promotes not killing the beast so the boys will have something to fear and so they will look up to him for guidance and once again he overcomes his fear as well as allying with it. Lastly, he uses force and violence to overcome his fears. Robert says,” He going to beat Wilfred” this proves that he uses violence to help overcome his fear of not being a leader, because he has a boy beaten to basically prove he is the leader and due to the beating boys are less likely to overthrow him, due to the fear of Jack’s violence. He uses force in the book at times such as when he says “Choir! Stand Still!” if he wasn’t determined to be leader he wouldn’t care or say that so to overcome his fear of not being leader he says that and uses force throughout the book to maintain his leadership. Jack is like dictators of new and old because they are both afraid of not being leaders/maintaining there power and they overcome this through brutal force and violence.  
“Fear, there’s the good two shoes Christian Simon, the intelligent professor Piggy, and there’s the brutal fascist politician Jack, how will there real fears affect them, or how will there manifestations affect them, see lord of the fear”. 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about an unknown fate and he brilliantly brings up the idea of blowing the conch to see if there are any more surviving boys. Simon is afraid of his seizures being exposed so he goes to his private place.
