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         There’s a man not just any man, he was once a noble warrior loyal to the king, with the help of his wife he killed the king, it didn’t stop there, he continues his murderous rampage and killed fellow thanes and one of there families, and lastly to summarize he is a statement of evil. Just kidding….the man is Macbeth some of these things are true however the statement that he is a statement of evil is unfair. It is unfair because first of all his wife was evil. Secondly, he kills more people because witches show him prophecies that make him think he needs to and he wouldn’t have if he never met the witches. Lastly, he is not a statement of evil but a brave soldier because he dies in battle and he is deceived by his own ambitions.      

The statement “Macbeth is a statement of evil” may seem fair and true but it is not. “Prior to his encounter with the witches Macbeth is a hero, a loyal warrior in the service of the legitimate king of Scotland, Duncan” (Moore para 1). If he was a true statement of evil there would have been some signs before he met the witches that he is evil. There isn’t any because before meeting the witches he is a hero and loyal to the king, and all these are characteristics of good. “Shakespeare only uses the word "evil(s)" in the England scene, and only uses it to refer to bad deeds and bad character traits” (Friedlander para 50). This may make Macbeth seem evil but it could be applied to anyone. Everyone commits at least a few bad deeds in there life and everyone has some

sort of bad character traits which can be seen in there personality and Macbeth is no exception. Overall the statement that Macbeth is a statement of evil is unfair because he is good before he meets the witches and the way evil is used could be applied to anyone.
         Another reason that proves the statement Macbeth is a statement of evil is unfair is the fact that Macbeth doesn’t really want to kill the king and he feels bad when he does. He says,’ First I am his kinsman and his subject” (1.7. 13). If he were evil he would probably want to do it without hesitation. Instead he thinks of three reasons why he shouldn’t kill Duncan, one being he is his friend; this shows us that he is not totally evil because he shows that he doesn’t truly want to kill his good friend. After he kills Duncan he says,’ this is a sorry sight” (2.2 28). He obviously feels bad because he killed the king. If he were evil he wouldn’t feel that remorse. Overall, some evidence that it is unfair to call Macbeth a statement of evil is that he doesn’t want to kill the king and when he does he feels remorse and this would be the opposite if he was a statement of evil.
One character that influences Macbeth is Lady Macbeth who makes Macbeth seem like a statement of evil. ‘‘Lady Macbeth manipulates him by questioning his manhood and his love for her’’ (para 3). Macbeth probably wouldn’t have killed King Duncan if it wasn’t for Lady Macbeth. Macbeth doesn’t commit to it until she uses his manhood and love for her to convince him. “Lady Macbeth is able to maintain her sanity and composure during the day, even more than her husband” (para 4). She is evil since she feels little remorse for participation in the murder. However her husband feels remorse and shows it while she doesn’t until the end of the play. Lady Macbeth shows more evil traits in the play than Macbeth making the statement about Macbeth being evil unfair.

This statement is also unfair because the witches are a statement of evil. The third witch says,’ All hail, Macbeth, that shalt be king hereafter’’ (1.3 53). Obviously witches are connected to Satan and are evil. If they had never visited Macbeth and told him that he would be king, he would have probably never contemplated killing Duncan but, they do which helps result in Duncan’s murder. The first apparition says,’’ Macbeth! Macbeth! Macbeth! Beware Macduff!” (4.1 81). This contributes to the reason why Macbeth kills Macduff’s family. This further proves the evilness of the witches because if he never saw that apparition there is a chance that he wouldn’t have killed Macduff’s family and blood wouldn’t have been shed but the witches did which proves there evil. Overall, the statement is unfair because the witches are statements of evil and they show this by contributing to Duncan’s and Macduffs murder.


Macbeth is not a statement of evil but a brave soldier who’s been deceived by himself. “His own ambitions and passions deceived him into changing his virtues for unrest and immorality (para 7)”. He obviously somewhat likes the idea of being king and his ambitions to become king eventually overtake what he feels is right in terms of immortality. By following his ambitions and passions they trick him causing him to change his ideas about unrest and immortality which leads to his downfall. “He pays all the consequences of his betrayal but still dies like a brave soldier (para 7)”. For betraying King Duncan he pays the consequences of his actions however he dies like a soldier. Although he is reluctant he dies like a soldier because he knows he will die for his crimes 
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and he perishes in battle which is a characteristic of a soldier. Overall he is not a statement of evil but a brave soldier who has deceived himself and died in battle.     
Macbeth is not a statement that is fair because his wife is the evil one, he feels remorse and does not truly want to kill the king, and the witches are the real statement of evil. Although Macbeth with the help of his wife killed the king, she is the evil one, he killed fellow thanes and one of there families only because of the witches prophecies, and last he is a statement of evil but that I unfair since he is really a brave warrior who has been deceived by his own ambitions.
